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1. 1. This curriculum plan applies to students of the Double Major program whose applications have been
approved and will take effect starting from the 2025 academic year.
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2. Eligibility requirements for applying to a Double Major: students who are in their second year (or above)

and have passed all the courses in the previous semester.
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3. A minimum of 68 credits is required for the Double Major; in addition to completing 6 credits of core
college courses and 54 credits of departmental core courses, students are required to complete 8credits
from a specialized program selected from one of the two programs.
